“Everytime four year old Pat comes home from Stoney Creek
pre-school bubbliing over with the excitement of a new word, |
know why | am happy to be living in the Village of Alsip,” com-
ments Alsip Village Trustee Jack Yock.

Originally from the Southwest side of Chicago and a 1960
graduate of De La Salle High School, Yack moved to Ever-
green Park shortly after his marriage to Lynn Connolly in 1967.
Prior to this, he attended Southwest College and sarved in the
Army Reserves until 1968.

Having five young children keeps Yock in close touch with the
school system in Alsip and he is delighted at what he sees
going on there.

“A search for good schools played an important part in our
decision to buy a home in Alsip and we certainly have not
been disappointed,” points out the youthful Trustee.

Jack and Lynn bought their first home at 115th & Kildare in
April of 1970. Then after the birth of their 4th child, Pat, they
moved 10 a larger home where they currently reside at 11800
Carolyn Lane with ten year old John, 9 year old Dave, 8 year
old.Mike, 4 year old Pat and baby Katie who is just one.

“When we felt we had outgrown our first home, there was
never any question of leaving Alsip, only of finding a bigger
place -here. We-enjoy the-excellent services and the comfort-
able taxes,” says Yock.

The Trustee says that part of the reason Alsip does so well is
because of the tax base furnished by an excellent industrial
and commercial area.

Companies such as Sears, Zayres, Keebler, K-Mart and Libbys
are just a few of the big names housed in Alsip. “We also suc-
cessfully support two banks and one Savings & Loan institu-
tion,” points out Yock. He reminds residents to help keep
reasonable taxes on residential property by supporting local
stores and businesses.

Several of Yock's relatives living in Alsip have changed homes
through the years, but never left the village. He attributes this
to the fact that the price of homes here coupled with the quali-
ty of services provided, far outweigh those of surrounding
areas.

Yock was appointed a Plumbing Inspector in 1971. “l accepted
the appointment only because | saw it as a chance to help
peopte get a fair shake when they were involved in building or
remodeling,” peinis out the journeyman plumber.

Then in July 1974, Jack was appointed to the Alsip Village
Board and won the seat again in the April 1975 election. This
April he will be seeking re-election in order to continue work-
ing on those projects he has underway.

As Chairman of the “Local Improvements Committee,” Yock
describes plans that will eventually bring street lighting to
every corner of the village. Part of this multi-phase program
started at the northwest carner of the village and is continuing
east and south from that point, installing new lights wherev™-,
there are unlit residential areas. Another phase of lighting
cludes relamping mercury vapor lamps to the energy saving
sodium type. ' :

Sidewalk replacement has been completed in 75% of the
village during Yock's term, at no cost to residents. During the
next 4 years, he says he hopes to see sidewalks along the
Crawford Avenue commercial area from 115thto 123rd.

“I'm really pleased with the cooperation we've seen from prop-
erty owners along this stretch who are anxious to get these
walks installed. The village will be responsible for
maintenance,” explains Yock.

As Chairman of the “Sewer Committee,” Yock commends
Commissioner Joseph Jolivette for clearing up many problem
areas. He says Jolivette is a knowledgeable, dedicated
Journeyman Plumber who “knows his stuff and likes to see
things done right”. Yock says the Commissioner doesn't
waste time and money with temporary solutions, but gets in

there.and does-the job.right. Heds-also very.strict-about-check-

ing the size of new sewers being proposed for installation by
builders. ' y

As Chairman of a third Committee, “Licensing,” Yock says
Village Ordinances are being brought up to date. A model
prepared by the lllinois Municipal League is being followed by
committee members including the Alsip Chamber and Indus-
trial Association. One of the top priorities of Mayor Arnold
Andrews and this administration is to maintain the highest
standards of business in the southwest area.

The young father of five can be seen regularly romping around
the cul-de-sac where his home is located with a crowd of kids
surrounding him.

MEET LYNDA KELLY—
OLYMPIC ASPIRANT

Lynda Kelly surrounded by numerous awards, medals & trophies,
proudly displays most coveted silver medal recently earned at St.
Louis Regional.

The next time you turn over for that extra 40 winks at about
4:30 a.m., think about your young Alsip neighbor, 12 year old
Lynda Kelly, who is popping out of a warm bed and into a cold
ice-rink at that pre-dawn hour,

The Prairie Jr. High School 7th grader has been participating
-, competitive ice skating for the past two years and is cur-
" tly studying under Pro Michael Marino. She manages to

-Jueeze in about 6 hours of skating every day, before and after

school and doubles that time during summer.

Lynda recently traveled to St. Louis for the “Upper Great
Lakes Championships” held there in early November, ac-
companied by her parents—Jack and Janet—and a brother
Mike who is 13 and a sister Karyn who is 8.

This St. Louis Regional is patterned aftér the actual Olympics,
with points earned in both figure and free-style. Gold, silver
and bronze medals are awarded winners of 1st, 2nd and 3rd
place respectively. Lynda picked up sufficient points in both
skating styles to earn the coveted 2nd place silver medal.

As long as a contender places in the top three, they are per-
mitted to keep moving along, but the higher thay advance the
more time they need on the ice.

Lynda’s long-range goal is to skate in the 1984 Olympics. The

physical stamina required to do this is tempered only by the

patience and perserverance needed to withstand the grueling

steps for qualifying. There are three competitive categories,

ﬁach tal?ing a full year to complete: Regional, Sectional and
ational.

However, a participating juvenile such as Lynda, must later
enter as a Novice, a Junior and a Senior, working her way back
up the ladder all over again. Eligibility for entry in these Na-
tional categories is based upon degree of proficiency rather
than age, and this is measured by prescribed tests.

When Lynda was six years old, her mother took her to an ice

skating rink for an afternoon of fun skating. The child loved it

and her visits to the rink become more frequent. Before long, it

was suggested she take private lessons, which prompted the
ath she pursues today.

URGE PROMPT PAYMENT OF
SPECIAL ASSESSMENTS

According to Village Clerk, Robert Gruber, the Village of Alsip
is now in the process of collecting instaliment payments for
Special Assessments due the first of the year on property
located in Alsip. They cover such things as storm and sanitary
sewers, water mains, paving and sidewalks.

“Failure to meet these payments carries the danger of having
the property scooped up by speculators,” points out Gruber.

Payments are broken down into ten annual installments,
payable directly to the Village of Alsip at the first of the year. A
penaity charge is attached to late payments. When a pay-
ment is missed, by law, the Village must make a report to
Cook County and is no longer able to collect that particular
installment, -

“Once we turn it over to the County, we aré no longer permit-
ted to collect the money here even if we wanted to,” explains
Sue Esposito who works with these collections.

The County publishes the status of the property in local
newspapers and the owner is allowed two years to redeem it.
Failure to do so means forfeiture and the property can be
picked up for the mere price of the outstanding assessment.

Another consideration is that when a piece of land is sold with
the intention of sub-dividing it for building at a future date, the
new owner can do nothing with that property unless the parce!
is compietely clear of special assessments.

WINTER DRIVING TIPS
FROM POLICE CHIEF WARNER HUSTON

If you become stuck in the snow, turn your front wheels back
and forth to push snow away from your tires. If you have a
manual transmission, shift to the highest gear, applying
gentle pressure to accelerator. Try not to spin wheels by eas-
ing out slowly.

Once underway, steer steady and smooth, anticipating all
maneuvers well in advance. Sudden turns or lane changes
may put you into a spin. Good tires aid driving all year round,
but especially when pavements are slippery.

REMEMBER IT TAKES 3 to 9 times as FAR TO STOP ON
SNOW AND ICE AS IT DOES ON DRY PAVEMENT. Decrease
speed and increase following distances. If you hit an icy spot,
ease up on the gas, hold the wheels steady and roll through.
Always pump your brakes in order to maintain steering con-
trol. Never hit the brakes hard and sudden.

It you should go into a spin, DO NOT HIT THE BRAKES.
Remove your foot from accelerator and turn wheels in the
direction the rear of the car is skidding. When you feel the skid
is corrected, straighten your wheels,
