


“VACATION HOME ALARM”
YOURS FOR THE ASKING

According to Officer Ken Wood of the Alsip Police Depart-

ment’s Crime Prevention Bureau, Alsip Police offer a wide
variety of specialized services which they are anxious to share
with Alsip citizens.

One popular service recently implemented is the "Vacation
Home Alarm” which will assist in the protection of personal
property. Under this program, vacationing Alsip homeowners
are enabied to secure their home against burglary through a
portable alarm system provided by the Alsip Police Depart-
ment at no charge.

To take advantage of this special professionalized service,
residents are invited to come into the Police Department Com-
munications Desk located in the Public Safety Building at
4500 West 123rd Street.

“| am personally available every day from 9 to 6 to talk about
this or any of our other services,” invites Officer Wood.
“However, if these hours are not convenient, someone else is
on hand 24 hours a day distributing the alarms to as many
vacationers as request them.”

Officer Wood exptains that at the time of pick-up, simple
operating instructions are ‘being issued and- any pertinent
guestions answered. :

During the months of June, July and August, homeowners are
especially vulnerable to burgiaries. Homes vacated by vaca-
tioning residents are prime targets for juvenile offenders who
commit the majority of such break-ins. The “Vacation Home
Alarm’ is especially designed to thwart home invaders. Iis’
very presence in the vacated home offers vacationing home-
owners peace of mind knowing that it will be swiftly and effec-
tively triggered.

“We are delighted with the assist it is offering our police in
curtailing home invasions’, points out Wood.

—ADDITIONAL SERVICES—

Alsip’s Crime Prevention Bureau offers two additional serv-
ices, “Operation Borrowed Time” by which an automatic light
timer is loaned upon request to a vacationing Alsip home-
owner. After pre-setting the timer, certain lights within the
house will go on automatically during hours of darkness.

The second is “Vacation Housewatch” by which vacationing
homeowners may avail themselves of a private periodic
security check of the premises by Alsip Police. Upon notifica-
tion that a particular home will be vacated during a specified
period of time, the Department will arrange to have a patrol-
man personally check the exterior property every 8 hours—or
three times daily.

“We invite citizens to contact us for further details on these

services or with any other problems they might feel a need to

-address. After all; that's what Crime Prevention {s-all about . ..

\s&opging crimes before they happen,” points out Officer
cod.

Wood says that prevention is best accomplished through a
cooperative effort between the Alsip Police Department and
the people they serve. He urges citizens to “keep in touch”.

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that unless they secure a dog license before August 1st, they
will be ticketed and subject to 2 $15.00 fine.

“Actually, the $3.00 license should have been purchased by
May 1st, but we are extending the time to August 1st as a
special courtesy,”” explains Poundmaster Giglio. However, he
emphasizes that this will be the final warning.

Dog licenses in Alsip are required annually and are available
at the Village Hall for a $3.00 charge. Those purchased this
year will.expire on April 30, 1979. I S
Compared to a $15.00 fine, the $3.00 cost of the license makes
neglect not only irresponsible, but impractical.

While rabies shots are required by law, the Poundmasters
point out that a rabies tag is NOT CONSIDERED LEGAL IDEN-
TIFICATION.

In searching out offenders, the Poundmasters will be working
from a central list of Cook County dog owners that easily iden-
tifies each Alsip dog owner. o
“Through our efforts and the cooperation of a concerned
pubtic, we hope to keep the situation under control by a
perpetual program of investigation and enforcement,” advise
the Poundmasters.

ALSIP STEPS-UP PET CONTROL i
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Alsip is no exception to the current nation-wide problem of ...
control. However, Alsip is exceptional in taking measures to
control the situation.

Poundmasters Jerry Giglio and Don Christie have served this
arm of the Alsip Police Deparment for about seven years.
Recently they prepared some educational literature pertaining
to the “Do’'s and Don’t’s” of dog ownership in Alsip, as part of
a stepped-up effort to curb abusive habits of pet owners.
Copies of the material are available for the asking at the
Village Hall and residents are urged to pick up a copy and
follow the guidelines set forth.

“We want to alert people to their responsibilities as pet
owners, particularly-dogs,” says Giglio. The Poundmasters

-emphasize that ignorance of the law wili not exempt onefrom

the consequences of breaking it.

Owners of pets are reminded that urinating or defecating by
an animal on someone else’s property is not permitted and
apartment building owners are reminded that they are liable
for any dog waste left by their tenants. All dogs must be on a
leash while being walked, and owners are reminded that their
dogs are not allowed to run loose in the village under any cir-
cumstances.

In the event a stray is caught and impounded, the resulting
fines and innoculation expenses could add up to as much as
$50.00. .
“We're especially concerned about the safety of our children,
particularly during summer months when both more kids and
more animals are outdoors,” explains Giglio.

Children are cautioned against picking up any type of stray
animal because there is always the danger of it being sick.
Also, children are warned against harrassing fenced-in
animais and advised to stay away from yards where dogs ==
present. _
“We urge parents to talk to their children about these dangers
on a regular basis. Kids have a way of forgetting and we adults
must keep giving them warning reminders,” says Giglio.

LUMINARS “LIGHT UP OUR LIFE”

MAYOR ANDREWS AT NEW STREETLIGHT CONTROL BOX

Mayor Arnold Andrews and the Alsip Board of Trustees are
delighted to announce recent completion of Phase Il of a pro-
posed four-phase Village Streetlighting Improvement, mark-
ing the first such major improvement of its kind in 20 years.

~~The project covers that area running approximately between
! 5th Street and 117th Street; and between Jovalyce Avenue
- wnd Tripp Avenue.

The new 250 Watt sharp cut-off Sodium Vapor luminars hang
from a 30’ aluminum pole which is 5 higher than the oid style
wooden pole it replaces. The new lamp is so designed as to
remove glare and direct light more effectively.

Under the older system of lighting, wooden poles which have

been provided by the Edison Company, were situated only at

the corner of each block. This scant amount of streetlighting

will be increased both by the new style and the greater

grmEer of lightpoles now evenly spaced throughout each
ock.

According to Trusiee Jack Yock, Chairman of the Local Im-
-provements Committee, all of the existing wooden poles even-
tually will be removed from the village except for those few
carrying major power lines.

The system is being financed by a combination of revenue
sharing and regular viliage funds. All newly installed lights are
of the Sodium Vapor design which render 50% more light at
half the cost of the old Mercury Vapor style. Such savings will
eve?tually help realize the updating of the entire village
system.

—STREETLIGHTING DETERS ACCIDENTS AND CRIME—

National statistics indicate that when adequate streetlighting
is installed, traffic accidents are reduced 17% to 52%.
Nightime driving is so hazardous that 60% of all traffic ac-
cidents occur after dark. Also, ample streetlighting has proven
a deterent to burglaries and acts of vandalism with a decrease
in major crimes in such places as Washington D.C., New York,
Chicago and Wilmington, Delaware.

-/ hanges in lifestyle currently put more people and traffic on

_ & streets at later evening hours. Some supermarkets serve
the public as late as midnight, many young people work after-
school jobs with evening hours and an increasing number of
adults are attending night school classes.

Alsip is no exception to this national trend, but is quick to re-
spond tc the needs such change creates.

MAYOR ANDREWS—
ONE OF TOP “CATS” :

As a member of “CATS’ (Chicago Area Transportation Study),
Alsip’s Mayor Arnold Andrews has bscome quite knowledge-
able of effecting local village improvements with the aid of
available Federal Funds. .

“CATS” is comprised of about 21 Mayors from the Southwest
Council of Mayors who work collectively to eniist the aid of
Federal money that will make possible the improvements
needed in their respective communities.

Andrews automatically became a member of “CATS” upon his
election to the office of Mayor, but the benefits his dedicated
participation has reaped the village were anything but auto-
matic.

Receipt of such Federal money is dependent upon specific
projects being underway and due to Andrews skilled planning,
Alsip has realized many street, highway and lighting improve-
ments.

“Pm still anxious to complete other proposals that have been
formulated, but are pending because we’re unable to secure
funds. Some money which has been allocated to other areas,
is tied up because projects have not been initiated. It would be
helpful if these funds could be released to those of us who are
ready now and then future money to which we would later be
entitled, could be allocated to those areas not ready today,
but possibly in need at a future date,” explains Andrews.

This kind of participation is time consuming, but.a Mayor
sincerely dedicated to maximum improvement of his village
with minimum burden to taxpayers is what Mayor Andrews is
all about.

NO LIGHT LAG
IN ALSIP

During recent months, the
following street improve-
ment proposals have been
completed:

New lights have been in-
stalled: (1) Along 122ng
Street, from McDaniels on
the West to 44th Court on the
East. (2) Along 44th Court,
between 122nd and 123rd
Streets. (3) Along 123rd
Street, from Loveland on the
West to Kostner on the East.
4) Along Parklane Avenue
(which is about 126th Street),
from Kostner to about Kolin.
(5) From Kostner to Love-
land, lights have been
relamped from 123rd Street
on the North to 125th Street
on the South. All lights are of
the new Sodium Vapor de-
sign.

POOL PRECAUTIONS

In accordance with Alsip village code, all private and portable
swimming pools must be maintained in a clean and sanitary
condition by either filtering or refilling at periodic intervals,
Reqular use of an effective germacide and algaecide is re-
quired.

All equipment must be maintained in satisfactory operating
condition to prevent accidents. At least one means of exit in
the form of steps, ladders or step holes must be provided for
private portable swimming pools having a depth of 3’ or more.
Proper supervision must be provided while pool is in use.

The pool must be enclosed by a fence or other suitable
enclosure at least 42" high, with gate latches positioned so as
to be inaccessible from the outside to small children. In lieu of
such fencing, a suitable pool cover must be provided that will
withstand the weight of 150 pounds.

As a courtesy to neighbors, do not drain your pool water into
the yards or gardens of others.

REMINDERS FROM THE HEALTH
& ENVIRONMENTAL OFFICE

Residents are reminded to clean up wind blown debri ac-
cumulated among bushes and behind garages or sheds. Place

the gathered trash in water-tight cans with tight fitting lids.,

and put out for collection no sooner than the night befr
scheduled pick-up. Remember to put away emptied cans ti._
same day.

Store little or no wood and other similar materials on your
property. If you do have occasion to store some for a short
period of time, be sure to stack it neatly 6” to 8” above the
ground in order to discourage rodents from nesting within it.

Eliminate mosquito breeding spots by emptying all recep-
tacles of stagnant water. Keep gutters free of leaves so as to
permit proper water flow.

Do not walk the family pet along parkways, road shoulders or
streets without carrying a device for picking up their waste im-
mediately.
