The enthusiasm Sandy hrings to her new position eminates
from her obvious dedication to the task. Regular inspections
of food service establishments, including hot dog stands,
food catering and ice cream vending trucks are part of her
responsibility. Another target for regular inspections are retall
grocery stores with special attention to meat sections.
Periodic checks of deadline dates by which products must be
sold is also included.

Beauty and barber shops are some of the businesses other
than food which are also subject to such inspection in order to
encourage sanitary premises and methods.

Other areas under the jurisdiction of the ‘“Health and
Environmental Gontrol Commissioner” are enforcement of
village garbage ordinances, contro! of noise and air pollution
{(including fumes from machines, paints, etc., in shops which
are improperly vented).

Another priority is the establishment and maintenance-of-an——-
effective weed control program in conjunction with the
“Street Department”. The Alsip Village Board recently tight-
ened the village ordinance pertaining to weed growth.

“We'll be tracking down owners of property who are neglect-
ing their responsibility in clearing away weeds and brush that
serve to harbor rodents,” warns the Commissioner.

Further action aimed at discouraging rodent infestation, is a
regular exterminating program impiemented by the village
around creek areas. In the event an individual complaint is
received, the village dispatches exterminator service.

ORDINANCE PROTECTS KIDS

Viilage of Alsip Ordinance No. 77-9-7 prohibits the sale of
smoking paraphernalia to minors. A minor child is one defined
as 17 years of age or younger,

Included are such items as cigarettes, cigars, pipes of all
types, pipe tobacco, cigarette papers and other smoking
paraphernalia which can be used for items such as cannabis
(marijuna) or other controlled substances which are pro-
hibited under State and Federal law.

Enforcement of this ordinance is a sincere effort on the part of
the Alsip Village Board to promote a better environment in
which to raise our children.

BRUSH AND BRANCH DISPOSAL

THE STREET DEPARTMENT OFFERS THE FOLLOWIN ,
GUIDE FOR MORE EFFICIENT SERVICE IN REMOVAL ¢ ™\
CUT BRANCHES AND BRUSH SCRAP RESULTING FRO. -

RESIDENT TRIMMING OF TREES AND SHRUBS:

1. CUT ALL BRANCHES INTO 4’ OR 5’ SECTIONS. -
2. STACK THEM NEATLY ON EASEMENT AT CURBSIDE.

3. BE SURE THAT NO FOREIGN MATERIAL, SUCH AS IRON
RODS, ARE CAUGHT IN WITH THE BRANCHES. SUCH
OVERSIGHT CAN CAUSE SERIOUS INJURY TO WORKERS
FEEDING THE CHIPPER AND EXPENSIVE DAMAGE TO
THE EQUIPMENT. :

. IF THESE SCRAP BRANCHES ARE BUNDLED, TIED AND
PLACED AT CURBSIDE, “GROEN WASTE DISPOSAL COM-
PANY”, WILL PICK THEM UP—BUT ONLY ON YOUR
REGULAR GARBAGE PICK-UP DAY. IF THEY ARE NOT
TIED, GROEN CANNOT PICK THEM UP, THEY DO NOT
UTILIZE A CHIPPER AS DOES THE VILLAGE.

Alsip uses & “Chipper Truck” to handle such scraps, which
are fed into it and immediately chewed up into tiny wood
chips. However, citizens are reminded that the village is sery-
icing approximately 20,000 people with just one Chipper, so
public patience is requested.

URGE SCHOOLCHILDREN IMMUNIZATION ™y
According to Prairie Jr. High School Nurses Shirley Borhauer
and Carolyn Aanerud, lllinois State law requires that all
kindergarten and fifth grade school children visit their doctor
for a review of their immunization record before the first day of
school in September. Children will not be permitted to start
school until such immunizations are up-to-date.
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“QOur job is to maintain in proper order all curbing and street

surfaces”, says Jack Redmore, Assistant Superintendent

Alsip Street Department.

This includes implementing the village program of preventive

street maintenance which starts in the Spring and continues

through the Fall as long as weather permits.

One part of this program includes extensive road patch work.

“Severe winter weather conditions create a great many broken

spots throughout the village. We attack these breaks, working

one area of the village at a time,” explains Redmore.

For greater efficiency in scheduling projects, Alsip is broken

down into five separate areas and these areas are divided into
total of 17 zones.

’ )f course, occasionally we are faced with an emergency
situation that requires our immediate attention because of the
size or location of the problem,” adds Redmore.

Patching a broken spot involves removal of the section of
damaged road and filling it in with a new stone base which is
compacted by a roller. A 2”7 hot asphalt cap is then applied
and compacted level with the grade of the pavement.

A second type of preventive repair work is called “‘crack seal-
ing”’, whereby sporadic cracks that accur in village streets are
filled with a mixture of hot tar and gravel that is pressed into
the crack and then topped with sand to aid adhesion.

“This kind of maintenance service is provided to our industrial
area as well as our residential. Of course, we keep alert to
special needs of our industrial area because of heavier traf-
fic,” points out Redmore.

These precautionary measures are implemented when circum-
stances do not make it feasible to resurface an entire street.
The Village feels it is far more practical to make whatever
repairs are possible in an effort to prevent a damage from
worsening. Such maintenance not only permits free traffic
flow, but enhances property value.

STREET DEPARTMENT SERVES - -

Allsip Village Trustee, James Howe, who is Chairman of the
“Streets Committee’’ advises its top priority. is service to
taxpayers. :

Next time you dash off to work or school in the midst of a
heavy snowstorm, you might give special notice to Village
snowplowing operations diligently clearing a path so that you
may pursue your destination. Or in nicer weather, the smooth
ride you enjoy upon a freshly repaired street is also due to the
efforts of Alsip’s “Street Department”, under supervision of
Superintendent Anthony Esposito.

To the hearty individuals comprising this department falls the
task of upkeeping all village property and public streets, side-
walks and in emergency instances even state roads serving
Alsip.

Another aspect of this department’s responsibility is the
posting and maintenance of proper signs, such as STOP,
SLOW, CAUTION or HANDICAPPED.

Summer sets the scene for trimming and clearing operations
with village equipment bearing the brunt of the viliage battle
to keep municipal property free from unsightly weeds and
scraggly branches and brush.

When these various pieces of equipment are not in operation,
“Street Department” workers are busy getting them cleaned,
painted and generally reconditioned so as to preserve their
serviceability.

Aside from the maintenance work demanding priority during
good weather, winters keep the Street Department equally
busy attacking snow plowing and ice removal operations as
well as occasional emergency street repairs.

The dedicated workers of this department are on 24 hour call,
ready to tackle whatever problems threaten the traffic flow in
Alsip as well as the health and beauty of the village.
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MOTOR BIKES HEED WARNINGS

The Village of Alsip reminds motor bike drivers of the limits to
whibqr|1 they must adhere as do responsible operators of auto-
mobiles.

Signs posted in the vicinity of Prairie Jr. High School remind
drivers of limits as set forth by the village.

Traffic travelling on 118th Street just west of Pulaski is warned
that 119th Street ends at Kostner Avenue and about a half mile
beyond that, another sign indicates that nc vehicles are per-
mitted beyond that particular point.

Mayor Andrews says that stepped up police protection in the
area is intended to discourage use of this area as a gathering
spot for motor vehicles and invites public cooperation.
